Remember that AFS requires contact throughout the year with schools as well.  For year students, schools must be con-
tacted at least once during the following periods: August –  November, December – February, and March – June.  For 
semester students, schools must be contacted at least once during the first three months and once during the last three 
months of the students ’  program. 

We need documentation that a volunteer talked on the phone or met in person 

with the student and the host family each month of the program. 

We need documentation that a volunteer met with the  

student in person within the month of arrival. 

We need documentation that a volunteer met with the 

host family in person once before January 1 and once 

after January 1. 

We need documentation that a volunteer other than the person who 

conducted the in‐home interview visited the home of a welcome/

temporary placement every 30 days and visited the home of a perma-

nent placement within 60 days of the student's arrival (both the initial 

home and any subsequent home(s) if the student moves).
